Federal grant helps University 
inform veterans of their benefits 

Eastern Kentucky University, long 
popular with war veterans seeking an 
education, is making a special effort lo 
inform recently discharged servicemen 
on how to combine (heir GI benefits with 
opportunities   offered   by higher 
education. 

"The special effort." says Robert 
Thompson, EKU Coordinator of Veterans 
Affairs, "is more than just waiting for 
the veteran lo come around looking for 
information. It is an outreach toward the 
veteran with facts and figures on his 
chances for a career education that he 
might not even know to ask about. 

The effort is being financed by a 

Medical assistants 

AMA credits 
new program 
Eastern's program of preparing 

medical assistants has been accredited 
by the Council on Medical Education of 
the American Medical Association in 
collaboration .with the American 
Association of Medical Assistants. 

The program provides skills in 
anatomy, physiology, psychology, 
typing, laboratory i diagnostic > tests. 
medical assistance and clinical 
procedures. 

In the program, students are given 
directed experiences in emergency 
rooms, minor surgery, clinics, and 
physicians' offices. A council made up of 
practicing medical assistants and 
physicians advises the faculty on such 
matters as proposed curriculum 
changes. 

Mrs     Marion    Berge,    an    assistant, 
professor of nursing, has cpertfenated the 
EKU program since it accepted the first 
students in 1970. 

Graduates of the program are em- 
ployed in physicians' offices, clinics, and 
a variety of medical settings. They serve 
as a direct link between physician and 
patient and assist the physician in 
management of his office and patient 
care. 

This accreditation makes the 
graduates eligible to take the cer- 
tification examination given by the 
American Association of Medical 
Assistants Certifying Board. 
The medical assistant program is one 

of Eastern's more than 20 allied health 
programs; which include nursing, 
medical technology, public health, 
rehabilitation education, and medical 
record technology 

The programs include both two year, 
four >ear. and graduate programs 

from Ihe U.S. Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare to the EKU Office 
of Veterans Affairs. Thompson said the 
grant is based on an increase in the 
number of veterans in Eastern's total 
enrollment. The increase during the 1973- 
74 academic year was about 32 per cent, 
he said. 

Veterans made up about 10 per cent ofo*-- 
Eastern's total enrollment of nearly 
12,000 last fall andaboyl 20 per cent of the 
male enrollment. Thompson pointed 
out, "People going to school here im- 
mediately after World War II and the 
Ijorean conflict remember that the male 

granr"""''enrollmeni    was   about   50   per   cent 
        veterans." 

He said that the special effort to reach 
veterans is a redeclaration of Eastern's 
friendship and concern for the returning 
veteran in search of a career. 

Eastern president. Dr. Robert R. 
Martin, has committed the university 
even further to the cause of the veteran. 
"Eastern will always offer the veteran a 
first, or second, chance for a college 
education," he said. 

Thompson said the outreach program 
will include informing all Kentuckians 
released from the armed services about 
campus programs for veterans by 
personal letter, brochures, news 
releases, television spots, seminars and 
other forms of communication. 

In addition lo GI benefits for education, 
Thompson said, the   veteran may take 
advantage of other forms of financial 
assistance offered at Eastern, totaling 
about $4' 2 million a year. 

These include financial assistance in a 
.number of programs in which Eastern is 
especially strong  — such  as  law  en- 
forcement, allied health . nursing, and 
applied arts and technology — that seem 
to appeal more especially to veterans. 

GI benefits, for the collegiate veteran 
for 36 months total $8,370 for the single 
student. $9,846 for the married student, 
and $11,178 for the married student with 
one child 

It is the duty of Thompson's office to 
keep veterans on the campus informed 
of all benefits to which they are entitled. 

It is possible for a veteran attending 
the university and working in a part-time 
job to receive as much income as if he 
were employed full-time. This is made 
possible by augmenting his wages with 
Veterans' benefits and other financial aid 

Dr. Martin 
extends term 
on Council 
Eastern president Dr. Robert R. 

Martin has been appointed to serve an 
additional term on the Advisory Council 
on Developing Insitutions of the U. S. 
Office of Education, 

Dr. Martin was invited to accept 
reappointment as one of eight public 
members of Ihe Council by Casper 
Weinberger, Secretary of Health, 
Education and Welfare. The remainder 
of the Council is composed of 
representatives of federal agencies 
concerned withdevelopinginstitutions of 
higher education 

The Council is a body which advises the 
U.S. Commissioner of Education con- 
cerning policy in the adminstration fo 
Title III of Ihe Higher Education Act of 
I96S. Title III activity assists in im- 
proving academic quality of institutions 
that are primarily • concerned with 
education of low-income stuents 

Dr. Martin, in his 15th year as Eastern 
president has been active nationally 
seeking governmental support for higher 
education is a past president of the 
American Association of State Colleges 
andUniversitiesand has done extensive 
study of higher educational institutions 
abroad 

offered by Ihe university     all while he is 
completing an education in a career 
especially suited to him. 

Another benefit available to veterans 
who are students at Eastern is free 
medical and dental care at the nearby 
Veterans Administration Hospital at 
Lexington for one year following release^ 
from service if they can show need. 

'The purpose of our expanded in- 
formation program is to see that every 
Kentucky soldier discharged from 
service receives these facts, and we arc 
setting up our facilities and .personnel ,0 

inform them," Thompson said. 
A suggestion of the magnitude of the 

task of reaching each of these returning 
soldiers is Ihe fact that in just one month 
recently more than 900 Kentucky ser- 
vicemen were discharged by the armed 
forces. 

Thompson said veterans interested in 
these programs should contact him at the 
OfQce of Veterans Affairs, EKU.

On each full day of testing, 
prospective teachers may take 
the Common Examinations 
which measure their 
professional preparation and 
general educational background 
and an Area Examination which 
measures their mastery of the 
subject they expect to teach. 

Prospective teachers should 
contact the school systems in 
which they seek employement, 
or their colleges, for specific 
advice on which examinations to 
take and on which dates they 
should be taken. 

The Bulletin of Information for 
Candidates contains a list of test 
centers, and information about 
the examinations.as well as a 
Registration Form. Copies may 
be obtained from college 
placement officers, school 
personnell departments, or 
directly from National Teache 
Examinations, Box 911, 
Educational Testing Service, 
Princeton, New  Hersey   08540.

The two short workshops are 
being conducted by Shirley 
Duncan, assistant director of 
health and physical education 
basketball coach at West 
Springfield High School, 
Springfield, Va. 

She has conducted numerous 
coaching and officiating clinics 
and is well known for her 
capability as an official at state, 
regional and national events. 

"Our maia objective is to 
show how to start a program 
We are trying lo give as much of 
a background in coaching 
women's basketball as is 
possible in a brief period." 

So spoke Miss Shirley Dun- 
can, assistant director of health 
and physical education and 
basketball coach at West 
Springfield High School. 
Springifeld, Va. who has been 
conducting a four-week 
workshop in coaching women's 
basketball and a three-week 
session in officiating at Eastern. 

"The schools should hold 
tryouts Then.we tell ihe coach 
what to look for as far as the 
charcteristics of a good player 
are concerned-competitive 
desire, quickness, speed, etc.," 
said Miss Duncan whose teams 
have won the Northern Virginia 
Regional Tournament the past 
two years. 

Helping the coaches develop 
Individual talent is another of 
the more important phases of 
the'l*workshop. Some of the 
coaches have experience, but 
most are new coaches in new 
programs, created by the 
recent legislation passed in 
Kentucky requiring high 
schools to provide a girls' team 
in every sport in which it fields 
a   boys' squad. 

"Women haven't had the 
same competitive opportunities 
through the years men have 
had. Most women athletes have 
to start from scratch," said 
Miss Duncan. She also pointed 
out that women have not par- 
ticipated in "playground ball" 
and, therefore, have not picked 
up as many bad habits as some 
men do. 

The officiating clinic at EKU 
has also proven to be highly 
successful, according to Miss 
Duncan. Several students 
picked   up   ratings   for   in- 

tramural and apprentice work 
for ihe coming season. 
One student earned her state 
rating, while there were three 
men who took the course and 
each earned a rating. 

"Right now. we need more 
officials for women* basket- 
ball" said Miss Duncar.-'and 
we tried to encourage ihe people 
who attended this clinic to go lo 
other clinics this fall." 

Having held her own 
basketball   camp  for   women. 

Miss Duncan praised the 
University for its help with the 
clinics. 

"The University should be 
given credit for the (ore.ight 
and good sense to conduct these 
workshops. It was great timing 
ans should turn out to be a great 
service to the state." she said. 

"In my area of Virginia, field 
hockey, basketball, tennis and 
several other women's sports 
liave been popular for many 
years."   she   added.
